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Sam & Martyn are both university/college counsellors at international schools in Europe with

both schools offering the IB Diploma as well as a wide range of other curriculums. Sam &

Martyn had also lived and worked in Asia at international schools just before moving back to

Europe, and as they soon discovered, Sam used to visit Martyn’s school in Switzerland as part

of his previous job and therefore the matching of these two counsellors was pretty spot on!

“It became quickly apparent that we were aligned in how we viewed counselling and I tried

to be as much of a blank slate as possible in the beginning in order to ascertain what Sam

wanted from this experience, whether it was to be more content-driven or more discussion-

based mentoring. Fortunately, as Sam is already very experienced within international

education, having worked on the other side of the desk for many years, he already had a firm

vision of the skills he wanted to develop.” - Martyn Rowlands

Sam & Martyn are working together using case studies, where Sam presents an example case

he has found challenging and Martyn supports Sam to investigate alternative approaches and

share his experiences of similar instances. Whilst they have only met a few times, this

approach is already proving productive.

“Discussing specific examples of students I am working with helps me critically examine 

my practice and reflect on how I might improve my questioning or explanation next time

round. At the same time, we undertake a loosely structured coaching session to determine

what else I could have done and I 

learn from Martyn by hearing what his 

approach would be in that situation.”

Back in 1978 when I first began my career as a high school counselor at 

St. Mary’s in Tokyo, I realized just how much I did not know. I had never 

heard of NACAC and International ACAC didn’t exist. At the time ECIS 

(European Council of International Schools) was all there was. I heard 

they had a summer tour of U.S. universities using three 8 person vans. This was all organized by a

legend in the counseling business, Peggy Templeton Strong from Switzerland. Peggy was my first

real mentor before either of us recognized the roles. She valued me, asking my opinion even with 

her years of experience and would then nicely let me know her views. I learned so many things on

these trips, but mostly Peggy was there to answer my questions. One of my proudest moments was

when I received the award from CIS, named in her honor and presented to me by Peggy. A true

mentor, colleague, advisor, and friend.

The act of mentoring is a series of ongoing and little successes. You are able to make a real impact

through consistent and ongoing relationship building. If you are a seasoned mentor or a new

mentee, I humbly offer a suggestion.  Do not be afraid to ask questions. Every time I attend an

International ACAC conference, go to the Facebook group, or listen in to a Wednesday Webinar I

learn something new. We are part of a wonderful profession; we help people!
